About the artist:
Sarah Sibley is an artist that tries to uncover and explore the threshold of reality and illusion. She works obsessively to find balance in light, colour and scale in a quest for the illusion of perfection, compelled by her pursuit to recreate reality.
Statement:

“The difference between photography and painting has become a matter of technique. Painters that utilise hyperreality inevitably dabble, like magicians with the illusionary nature of reality. The representation of the flower in art is so loaded with meaning that it has become a self referential holographic sign - the image changes with the preconceptions of the viewer. This uncanny ability of hyperreality as an artistic mode of expression to trick the viewer into thinking that something is "real' or opposingly to expose the "lack of reality" in a representation is punctuated when the object is animate/living. It is as if the hyperreal representation of living subjects not only force us to confront the threshold between reality and illusion, but also between the animate/living and inamate/dying.”
